This Week’s Catechetical Theme: Handing Down the Faith

home.  From His Word, we learn that we are sinners who need to repent and confess our sins.  

Yet, we also learn to trust in the crucified Christ for the forgiveness of sins and to go forward 

living out our faith in our vocations.  Jesus Christ is the object of our worship and the source of 

our life and salvation.  There is no good apart from Him.  And so this week, as we begin a new 

catechetical year both in the church and in our homes, we focus on the theme "Handing Down 

the Faith."

Preface to the Large Catechism: 

Martin Luther writes, "But for myself I say this: I am also a doctor and preacher; yes, as learned 

and experienced as all the people who have such assumptions and contentment.  Yet I act as a 

child who is being taught the catechism.  Every morning - and whenever I have time - I read and 

say, word for word, the Ten Commandments, the Creed, the Lord's Prayer, the Psalms, and 

such.  I must still read and study them daily.  Yet I cannot master the catechism as I wish.  But I 

must remain a child and pupil of the catechism, and am glad to remain so (LC Preface 7-8).
